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A trial which will allow local dog owners to take their pets on to their boats in Elizabeth Marina will take place this summer.

Under current marina rules dogs are not allowed on the marinas and traditionally any boat owner who wished to take their dog on board could only do this from pontoons four and five on Albert Pier.

Recently a number of boat owners with vessels based in Elizabeth marina have asked if they could take their dogs on board, directly from the pontoons. 

As a result, Jersey Marina’s have decided to relax the regulations for a trial period until September 30 2011.

The Port of Jersey’s Commercial Director Myra Shacklady said:

‘We are always pleased when we receive feed back from boat owners and we like to help as much as we can. In this case we felt that the best way forward was to carry out a trial this summer. Boat owners will be allowed to take their dogs on their boats in Elizabeth Marina as long as they are either carried or transported in a dog carrier. When the trial finishes at the end of the summer season we will conduct a review and make a permanent decision.’
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
